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What is P.E. and Sports Premium?
In recent years, the Government have provided funding to all primary schools with the specific aim of improving the provision of P.E. and sport.
The allocation is calculated according to the number of children on roll in the school. P.E. and Sports Premium money is used to encourage increased participation in P.E. and sporting activities that help promote a positive attitude to developing children’s health and well-being.
How do we plan to use the funding for the 2019/20 academic year?
We will continue to:
Provide cover for staff and fund transport to increase participation in local competitions.
Provide quality assured materials for P.E. and school sport.
Buy into the Small School Sports Partnership ensuring children can participate in local events with other schools; staff are aware of all sporting activities and training available locally.
Ensure children use running track in order to maintain and improve their health, fitness and 
wellbeing.
Provide every child with the opportunity to participate in an outdoor adventure activity.
We will enhance our provision in 2019/2020 when we aim to:
Provide high quality sports teaching for all children while improving staff teaching skills in P.E.
Increase the number of tournaments attended by children and the number of different children participating in these.
Increase opportunities for Reception and KS1 children to participate in sport both at school and off-site.
Provide extra opportunities for children to experience different sports by inviting coaches from local clubs in to school.
Ensure our ‘Young Leaders’ consistently lead physical activities and games for other children in school during playtimes and lunchtimes.




To achieve these aims, this year our school plans to use the P.E. and Sports Premium allocation of £9,000 to:
Employ a specialist sports coach to work weekly with all children and teachers across the school (£6,000).

Enable every child to enjoy an outward-bound experience at a local outdoor education centre (£1900).

Continue to buy into the local Small Schools Sports Partnership (£400).

Provide opportunities for children to compete in sports with other local schools (£500).

Continue to replace and improve the P.E equipment (£200)

In October 2019, the government again allocated schools additional Sports Premium money.
How do we plan to use the extra £8,000 funding?
The school will continue to:
Increase participation in competitive sports
Broaden experiences of range of sports
Embed physical activity into the school day
Provide staff with professional development opportunities 
We plan to use the additional funding (£8000) to:

Allocate specific non-contact time for the P.E. Subject Leader to monitor the impact of Sports Premium Funding and benefit from opportunities to work with other local school sports organisations (£1,000).

Provide learn to ride your bike opportunities for both key stages (£400)

Provide a new sport kit to wear when we go to competitions (£650)

Resurface to school running track (£6000)
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How did we use the P.E. and Sports Premium in 2018-2019?
We received £8,000 for 2018-2019.
We used this funding to:
Employ qualified coach to work alongside class teachers in lessons to increase their subject knowledge and confidence in teaching P.E.  Weekly sports sessions have taught a variety of sports including handball, gymnastics, cricket, hockey and athletics.
Had 2 Muga Multi sports frames supplied and fitted in school 
Buy P.E resources and equipment to use both in lessons and during play-times and lunchtimes
Fund repairs to our ‘Run a Mile’ track which is used daily by all children and staff as well as by the local community out of school hours 
Support Year 6 children to attend a residential outdoor activity centre.
Participate in a local Sports partnership to allow the children to play sport with other children of the same age in other schools.
Support a group of KS2 children to undertake the ‘Young Leaders’ sports training to enable them to lead physical activities and games for other children in school during play times and lunch times





Impact
The profile of P.E and sport have increased throughout school
[bookmark: _GoBack]P.E. lessons are now always active, engaging and challenging. All children are encouraged to achieve their potential and beyond
There has been an increase in children taking part in out of school sporting activities and events. One child has also competed in a triathlon in Egypt. These are acknowledged and celebrated in Friday afternoon’s Celebration Assembly
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
