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	Class 3 visit to Lancaster Museum
On Wednesday, Class 3 caught the train for their visit to Lancaster Museum.

Lancaster was a Roman fort so there was plenty for the children to see and learn about at the museum. 
Here are the children’s highlights:

· Seeing the Roman milestone that would have been on the old Roman road (now the A6).
· Admiring the three artefacts found on Warton Crag – a whetstone used for sharpening knives, a metal knife that is almost intact and an enamel brooch. 

· Finding out that the Romans used Warton Crag as a look out to check no-one was coming to attack them as well as using the stone to build.
· Learning about the artefacts discovered near the Vue Cinema in Lancaster, especially the horse. The children found out that the horse lived in Roman times because other artefacts such as Roman sandals were found near it.
· Observing the hypocaust (central heating) underneath the caldarium (hot room) in the Roman baths where Romans went to bathe, scraping their skin clean with a metal tool called a strigil.
Class 3 found the museum visit useful because they:

· Learnt even more new and interesting facts about the Romans;
· Found out about Roman discoveries in our local area;
· Actually saw real Roman artefacts for themselves;
· Realised how much they already know!

The children enjoyed their visit and were brilliantly behaved. Many thanks to Mrs Gavriluk for organising this trip; to all parents for dropping your child off at the station and to all the other adults who accompanied Class 3.
